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Q.  Is there anything I can do 

to increase the amount of cash 
in my paycheck? 

A. Yes. Adjusting your with-

holding allowances can de-

crease the amount of money 

being deducted from your 

paycheck. This adjustment will 

increase your net income but 

may result in a smaller refund 

when you file your next tax 

return.  

Q. What is an Act 91 notice? 

A. An Act 91 Notice is mailed 

to homeowners who are be-
hind on their mortgage pay-
ments. The Notice advises the 
recipient to apply for the 
Homeowners Emergency As-
sistance Program (HEMAP). 
The HEMAP offers home-
owners a lower interest rate 
which should enable them to 
keep their mortgage payments 
current. The program was 
initiated to prevent widespread 
mortgage foreclosures and 

distressed sales of homes. 
Homeowners who receive an 
Act 91 notice should call 
NeighborWorks for foreclo-
sure prevention assistance as 
soon as possible. 

Representatives from the newly formed NeighborWorks Association of Pennsyl-

bat foreclosures in Pennsylvania. The Association, which is comprised of the seven 

NeighborWorks organizations operating within the Commonwealth, serves as an 

advocacy group on matters of affordable housing and financial empowerment.

Works organizations in Pennsylvania. In addition to advocating with local, regional, 

state and national public and private entities, NeighborWorks Association of Penn-

sylvania intends to build awareness, educate and motivate targeted audiences on 

matters related to housing, counseling and financial education.
